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Field Trip Program 

Staff Led Program (2 volunteers)
Duration: 2hr 30min volunteer time, 2 hr program
Program offered Mon-Fri during school hours

Schools often arrive about 15 minutes early (so be ready at least 20 minutes before the scheduled start time)
Arrival: 
· Greet the bus and help the kids off the bus. Have the kids line up in one line by the front door so the teacher can get a count before going in (unless the teacher handles this on their own). Let the bus driver know that he/she can park down at the tennis courts while they wait.
· Have youth come into the front half of the ed. Center and sit on the floor (in winter, please set up a couple of extra tables for youth to put their coats on).  
Part 1: 20-25 minutes
· Welcome the group. Introduce yourself and have the volunteers introduce themselves. Ask who has been here before, etc.
· Do the youth tour power point. You can use your judgment to see how quickly or thoroughly to go through it. 
Part 2: 30 minutes
· Split into two groups (ask teachers to handle this)
· Group One 
· Split this group into two and volunteers/staff will take them on a tour
· Group Two
· will stay in the ed. Center for the lesson
· Have a brief discussion on how we use enrichment at HSHV and give some examples. 
· Have the group make pupcorn bags. 
· When they finish, they can read a book out of the basket that is on the floor (near the screen) This should last 30 minutes. 









Part 3: 30 minutes
· Switch the groups and repeat the same (lesson and tours)

Part 4: Game Time 10-15 minutes
· Get the kids back to the floor on the ed. Center. Have them sit in a half circle if possible. 
· Play a quick round of the clicker game with youth
· Go get a dog ready that will come into the ed. Center after the game is over
Part 5:  Animal Interaction: 15-20 minutes
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Bring a dog in and review dog body language (tail, ears and mouth), and the steps to safely meet a dog (ask permission, let dog sniff you, pet them where they can see your hand). Allow students to meet the dog 2 at a time if you feel appropriate or walk the dog around and allow kids to pet the dog. 
Part 6: Questions
· Ask kids what questions they have
· Thank them for coming
· Have a volunteer give the pencils and coloring books (age appropriate) to the teachers. 

Clean up the ed. Center as much as possible, leave materials on Amelia’s desk.
