Staff and Volunteer Co-Led Program
Duration: 1hr 45min volunteer times, 2 hour program
Program Offered: Saturdays and Sundays from 2-4pm

Volunteer Role
Volunteers will greet guests as they arrive, help collect waivers, and help youth get their nametags.  The presentation will be co-led with the staff member.* Youth will be divided into two groups for the shelter tour, one being led by the volunteer.  The volunteer will facilitate treat/toy passing out during the tour. 
*If the volunteer does not feel comfortable doing the presentation, they may be responsible for bringing in the dogs if they have completed dog walker training.  If they have not, find a staff member or other volunteer to bring in the dogs (see Party Animal Problem Solving document).

			(Staff help pass out supplies)

			Split up into two tour groups
(Volunteer & staff each take one shelter group.  When passing out enrichment, remember not to give treats to any animals on special diets.  Food bowl stickers on cage cards indicate the animal is on a special diet.)
(3:30pm)		After tour, announce chosen animal name
